REMOVAL

1. See Figure 1.Remove the two inner screws (3) and nylon
washers (4). Loosen outer screws (3).

2. Remove windshield. Leave the rubber trim strip (2) in
place.

INSTALLATION

1. Put the windshield into position. Install the mounting
screws (3), with the nylon washers (4). Make sure that
the nylon washers are outside of the windshield.

2. Tighten mounting screws from the center to the outside
edge on both sides. Tighten screws to 0.9-1.3 N'm
(8-12 in-lbs).

CARE AND CLEANING

* Do not use benzene, paint thinner, gasoline or any other
type of harsh cleaner on the windscreen/windshield.
