2. See the service manual. Remove outer fairing and
windshield.

3. Disconnect the headlamp.

4. Working from the inside of the fairing, separate the
installed duct trim from the fairing by slicing through the
adhesive with a thin blade.

5. Clean with a mixture of 50-70 percent isopropyl alcohol

and 30-50 percent distilled water. Allow to dry completely.
Make sure that the fairing is free of any residual
adhesive.

Remove the backing from the adhesive patches on the
new duct trim.

Insert the new duct trim by placing the top edge of the
trim into position first. Then push the lower edge into
position.

Apply even pressure to the trim surfaces in the areas of
the adhesive patches.
